in two years at the helm of pacific grid fortunes larry siemering has elevated the orange and black eleven to a higher
position among coast powers than it has ever previously known.. due greatly to the publicity showered upon the
"boomer boys" of 1947 and ‘48, the california collegiate athletic association has likewise benefitted in both prestige and
power since pacific entered the conference in 1947...

though a quirk of fate denied the tigers successful defense of the ccaa title in 1948, they nevertheless boast a most
enviable record of seven wins, one loss, and two ties.. the 14-7 san jose state reversal marked the only loss, while they
were deadlocked by loyola and hardin-simmons...

as a scoring juggernaut the bengals had no peer among western colleges and ranked second only to mighty michigan on
the national scene... they amassed a grand total of 356 points to 133 for their combined opposition...

the four-man coaching staff that chartered the tigers' pigskin course in '47 was augmented by one for the tough '48
campaign... bob ijams, who had helped tutor the line in 1947, went to stockton college and was replaced by willie
boyarski, tiger great during the stagg era.. deane richardson came from bradley college of iowa to direct the speedy
cat backfield...

ernie jorge and hugh mc williams were the holdovers... jorge remained pacific's line coach, while mc williams resumed his
duties as end coach...

eddie le baron was his improved, nonpareil self as field master of the tiger attack... he repeated as little all-american and
little all-coast quarterback... rangy john rohde also earned a place on united press' little all-coast for the second straight
year.. a newcomer to the select mythical eleven was harry kane, bruising line-backer...

just one week after the san jose debacle the men of larry siemering hit the comeback trail by routing a stub-
born montana grizzly 32-14 in probably the coldest battle endured by this or any other tiger squad...

as they boarded the missoula-bound train tuesday afternoon, november 2... all were awere of the rigors of the
impending struggle with their first pacific coast conference foe — rigors of sub-freezing weather conditions and
a frozen turf...

the role of downtrodden, embattled gridders, trailing at halftime by 21-0, who provided the thrilling comeback
in the epic 35-35 deadlock with hardin-simmons in the grape bowl december I1...

for those tiger adventists who sat dismally through the dour first half watching the lone star eleven feke a three-
touchdown lead, there was little or no forebodence that the second annual lodi chamber of commerce affair
would go down as one of football's greatest ties...

in fact the initial cop score, which came four minutes after the half on an 83-yard drive, was ‘mmediately
matched by a long scoring pass from little all-american johnny ford to end bob mc chesney, a thorn in the
tigers' hide all afterncon... but for the next 20 minutes it was all c o p... the next marker in the bengals' long
uphill climb came on a le baron - fo - ortez pass after the t-whizzer had set it up on a 19-yard end run of his
own... this lowered the deficit to |4 points — the score 28-14, as bill mc farland converted his second of five
sfraighf efforts... his feat was equaled by the cowboys' paul bailey...

the lone star lead was narrowed to 28-21 when jim price carried the ball over from the hardin-simmons 22 after
a fumble had put the tigers in position... it was four touchdowns and four conversions apiece after don hardy
took a handoff from le baron on the cowboy 25 and bolted through guard for six, mc farland subsequently toeing
the way to a tie... hardy supplied the punch to put the tigers ahead for the first and last time when he scored
on a 27-yard St faclle slant with just seven minutes to play... it was the visitors who added the final and climac-
tic touchdown — another ford - to - mc chesney pass — but pacific's bid for victory in the final seconds was the
game's most dramatic moment...
