THE TRANSFER SYSTEM.

The Transfer system requires passengers to ask for transfers

when fare is paid. If passengers fail to ask for a transfer. at that time

their attention will bt; directed to the rule in a polite and gentlemanly

manner, and if the conductor is satisfied that the passenger is entitled

to a transfer he may issue same, thereby giving the passenger the

benefit of the doubt.

The transfer points shown on the transfers are for the information

of the passengers, and will not be punched.

Transfers will not be given to passengers presenting transfers

except on the following "Crosstown" Lines:

Fillmore and Sixteenth Streets line.

Polk and Larkin Streets line.

Third and Kearny Streets line.

Passengers going to and coming from the following terminal or
extensions of through lines will be entitled to again transfer.

Central and Eighth Avenues.
California Street and Cliff.

Central Avenue and Clement Street.
"H" and Stanyan Streets, (Cliff line).

Eddy and Fulton, West of Central Avenue.
Fulton Street Extension.
Mail Dock.
Masonic Avenue.
Mission South, at Twenty-Sixth.
San Jose Avenue South, at Twenty-ninth.
Ocean Avenue West (at Ocean and San Jose Avenues).
San Jose Avenue South (at Ocean and San Jose Avenues).
East Twenty-second and Twenty-fourth Streets.
Fifth and Sansome North of Sacramento.
West Twenty-second and Twenty-fourth Streets. When termin-

ating at Mission Street.

Devisadero Street.

San Bruno Avenue.
Railroad Avenue.
Bosworth Street.

Polk Street, (Horse car line).

Eighteenth Street line.

Fillmore Hill line.

Kentucky Street, (at Twenty-third Street).

When transferred passengers request a transfer to a terminal line,

the letter "X" will be punched also. This will indicate that the trans-

fer is good only on a terminal line.

Transfers to. a terminal line may be issued to passengers AT the

transfer point.

In transferring passengers in cases of emergency the letter "S"
will be punched.

Transfers will be issued to passengers at the time fate is collected, excepting on the
California Cable Ry. and the Presidio & Ferries R. R.

No transfers are issued from hnes of the United Railroads to those of the Cali-
fornia Cable Ry., excepting on inbound trips at CentralAvenue.

No tr infers arc issued from lines of the United Railroads to the Geary Street Ry.
or the Presidio & Ferries R. R. Neiih;r are transfers received by the former from
those two roads.
