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which you have a commanding view of the sur-

rounding country. On the south, three-eigliths

of a mile distant, stands the celebrated Lone
Mountain, a lofty conical shaped hill, from which
the cemetery derives its name. On the east lies

the city and the bay with the villages of Oak-
land, Alameda and Clinton, and in the distance

Mount Diablo. On the north may be seen the

Bay of San Pablo, Angel's and Alcatraz Islands,

Saucelito Bay and village, and the entrance to

the Golden Gate. On the west in the distance,

you have the Farrallon Islands and the Pacific

Ocean, the roar of whose waves are sounding a
continual requiem as if to soothe the spirits of

the dead. The shrubbery is mostly evergreen,

containing more than twenty different kinds of

flowering shrubs. About 3,000 interments have
already been made within the inclosure, and the
improvements now made and others designed,
with its natural beauties, bid fair to make this

rival any of the rural cemeteries of the Atlantic
States.
