2, Do not dial out-of-town numbers. 

3. listen for the dial tone. 

4. Dial the digits of the number from left to right. 

5. Remove finger and let the dial return freely after each 
digit is dialed. 

6. If a mistake in dialir:g hos been mad e, replace the receiver 
and dial the numbers again. 

7. If, while dialing, another party hos come on the line, re­
place the receiver for o moment and then dial the number 
again ; otherwise a wrong number may result. If, before 
you start to dial, you hear the dialing of another party, 
announce the interruption, replace the receiver a nd ma ke 
your call later. 

TONES AND SIGNALS 

DIAL TONE-A continuous hum, the signal to start dialing. 

RINGING SIGNAL-A "burring" tone repeated at regular 
intervals. ' 

BUSY SIGNAL-A steady "bun-bun" tone. 

DIAL AGAIN SIGNAL-A continuous Jium altern a tely rising 
and falling in pitch indicating some mistake Jias occurred an 
the call.

bell will ring. When the ringing stops, begin conversation. If 
nq answer is received after a reasonable period, stop the 
ringing by mo menta rily lifting the receiver,

SACRAM ENTO-Two and Four Party Lines-Dia l a 
specia l code number which you may obta in from the 
operator.
