It \\'as lwlie,ed that the tudent Court could bring home to 
the students appearing before it the desirabilit) of obeying laws 
made for the general good and, in time, build up a true commun­
i t) spirit among the members of the Student B{)(h. 

The Court is composed of one Chief Justice and four Asso­
ciate Justices in whom all judicial pmYer of the Student Body 
is 'ested. The Chief Justice and the t\rn Associate Justices are 
elected at a general election of Student Bod) officers and the 
other t\\ o are appointed b) the President of the Student Body. 
The Court interprets the la,,·s of Girls High School fair!) and 
impartiall)·, and i~ empo\\'ered to judge all violations of rules 
and regulations of the tudent Bod). It is ,,·ithin the discretion 
of the Court to impose penalties for such violations. The Con­
stitution of Girls High School also prcn ides that the Principal 
and the Student Court shall constitute a Board. This Board is 
empcm-ered to remoYe an) and all officers of the Student Bod) 
"ho ha\ e ceased to uphold the ideals of the office. 

The Student Court, hcrn·ever, is not primarily a punishing 
body. 1 t exists, as do other departments of the Student Body 
GO\ernment, for the purpose of educating and training the mem­
bers of the Student Bod) in citizenship. The Court seeks to instill 
into those appearing before it the ideals of sen ice, cooperation, 
and good citizenship for "hich Girls High School stands. 

It is necessar) that the members of the tudent Body elect 
unprejudiced and reliable girls to fulfill the duties of the respons-
