As yearbook editors we had an overwhelming compulsion to
say something about the 1971-72 year. This is how we saw it:

In keeping with the " Lowell tradition," Lowell maintained
its high academic standing, as many awards, honors, and scho-
larships of all descriptions were awarded to Fall ‘71 and Spring
'12 graduates. The trend toward a more varied curriculum con-
tinued, although more students failed to get the desired classes
on the now-famous Self-scheduling Day, more accurately la-
beled "Scramble Day." Greater restrictions and increased facul-
ty supervision was a result of growing " green cheating” by stu-
dents hoping to avoid unpopular teachers, times, and courses.

The controversial Lowell Suit, apparently settled this summer,
represented another in the series of upsuccessful attempts to eli-
minate The City's academic high school.

Poor validation sales, controversial BCO fund-raising, and
cliquishness in the upper echelons of student organizations con-
tributed to the predictable continuing decline in participation
in traditional school activities. Although it is difficult to point
out what is filling in this gap in each stident’s life, extra-curri-
cular pursuits ranged from photography to backpacking to witch-
craft,

However, certain occurrences gave the "71-72 year a unique
character, Despite initial opposition of members of the com-
munity and administration, Lowell's first full year of open cam-
pus passed quietly and successfully, Spring 1972 graduates were

the first to spend their entire three years under the modular-flex-
ible scheduling system, judged by alumni as simplifying thegreat
transition between high school and college life. The Lowell Var-
sity football team, considered nearly invincible in past seasons,
failed to go as far as the playoffs,

The mass social activism of the past, as evidenced by Viet-
nam moratoriums, Environment Day, and the Walk for Mankind,
was just that--of the past, despite the fact that 1972 was a pres-
idential election year. The much-publicized "return to studies"”
that took place on college campuses did not occur at Lowell,
and the lack of activism in Lowell students had little visible
replacement. Instead, attention was drawn closer to "home, "
such as the Lowell Suit and the highly controversial question of
the Lowell Indiani, The fact that these two issues received such
widespread student attention was indicative of the redirection
of interest from issues of more widespread importance to guestions
over which the individual Lowell student had more poier and
knowledge.

After the turbulence of change in the past years, the '71-72
term could be best described as a year of valuable, much needed
rest from the recent turmoil of transition. The future will show
whether this year was indeed a time of calm or actually the be-
ginning of stagnation in all levels of the Lowell Community,
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the end
